BATTERY INSTALLATION
1.	 Make sure the unit is turned OFF.

2.	L ocate the battery cover on the back 
of the unit. Use a coin or a screwdriver 
to loosen the screw.

3.	 Install 2 new “AAA” (AM-4/LR03) 
batteries following the diagram inside 
the battery box. (The use of new 
alkaline batteries is recommended 
for maximum performance.)

4. 	R eplace the battery cover and tighten 
the screw to secure.

•	 Use new alkaline batteries for maximum performance.

•	 Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.

•	 Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) 
or rechargeable (Ni-Cd, Ni-MH), or new and used batteries.

	 To preserve battery life, the VTech® Roll & Surprise Animal 

Train™ will automatically power-down after approximately 30 
seconds without input. The unit can be turned on again by 
pressing any button.

You will 
hear train sounds, a phrase and a 
song. The light will flash with the 
sounds.

2.	 Press the button to pop up the dog. 
You will hear the animal name and 
color identified as well as a fun song, 
sounds and tunes. Press the button 
when the animal is already popped 
up to hear a playful tune. The light will 
flash with the sounds.
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3.	 Flip the switch to pop up the cat. 
You will hear the animal name and 
color identified as well as a fun song, 
sounds and tunes. Press the button 
when the animal is already popped 
up to hear a playful tune. The light 
will flash with the sounds.

4.	 Turn the key to pop up the bird. You 
will hear the animal name and color 
identified as well as a fun song, 
sounds and tunes. Press the button 
when the animal is already popped 
up to hear a playful tune. The light 
will flash with the sounds.

5.	 Press the animals down into the train 
to hear a playful phrase. The light will 
flash with the sounds. 

6.	 Pull or push the train to hear fun train 
sounds and random melodies. The 
light will flash with the sounds.
