3.	I nstall 2 new AA (AM-3/LR6) batteries 
fol lowing the diagram inside the 
battery box. (The use of new batteries 
i s  recommended  fo r  max imum 
performance.)

4.	R eplace the battery cover and tighten the 
screw to secure.
