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GETTING STARTED
BATTERY INSTALLATION
1.	 Make sure the unit is turned OFF. 

2.	 Locate the battery cover on the bottom 
of the Activity Panel. Use a coin or a 
screwdriver to loosen the screw.

3.	 Instal l  3 new ‘AA’ (AM-3/LR6) 
batteries following the diagram inside 
the battery box. (The use of new 
alkaline batteries is recommended for 
maximum performance.)

4.	 Replace the battery cover and 
tighten the screw to secure.

2.	 Insert the height adjustable support 
post into the recessed slot on the top 
of the support base.

3.	 Turn the support base over and insert 
the three screws into the underside of 
the base. Use a screwdriver to secure 
the screws.

4.	 Insert the handle into the two holes on 
the front of the activity panel until you 
hear the handle click into place.

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ACTIVITIES

switch to turn the unit on. You will 
hear a welcoming phrase, playful 
sounds, short tunes and a sung song, 
depending on the selected mode. The 
lights will flash with the sound.

2.	 Press the 5 light-up piano keys to 
learn about colors and animals and 
hear fun sing-along songs in the 
Learning Mode. In the Music Mode, 
you will hear individual piano notes and 
short tunes. The lights will flash with the 
sounds.

3.	 Press the 3 instrument buttons to 
learn about instruments and instrument 
sounds in the Learning Mode and hear 
a variety of short tunes and melodies 
in the Music Mode. The lights will flash 
with the sounds. 

4.	 Turn the voice effect selector to 
change the style of your voice when 
singing into the microphone. Choose 
from regular voice, robot voice, high 
pitched voice and low pitched voice. 
The lights will flash with the sounds.

3.	 AUTOMATIC SHUT-OFF
	 To preserve battery life, the VTech® Grow-Along Music Center™ will 

automatically power-down after approximately 60 seconds without 
input. The unit can be turned on again by pressing any button.
