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ACTIVITIES

sounds, songs and melodies. When a 
melody is playing, pour water on the 
dolphin’s head to activate the water 
sensor and hear fun sounds play over 
the melody. The light will flash with the 
sound.

3.	 When the dolphin is floating on the 
water, pour water on the dolphin’s 
head to activate the water sensor 
and hear fun sounds and watch the 
water spray out of the snorkel. The 
light will flash with the sound.

4.	 Dive the dolphin under the water for more than two seconds, then 
bring it back up to the surface of the water to hear playful phrases 
and melodies. The light will flash with the sound.
