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BATTERY INSTALLATION

NOTE: For best performance, remove all factory-installed batteries

and use new, alkaline batteries.

1. Make sure the unit is turned OFF.

2. Locate the battery cover on the bottom of
the unit and open it.

3. Insert 2 “AA” sized batteries as illustrated.

4. Close the battery cover.

RECHARGEABLE BATTERIES ARE NOT

RECOMMENDED.

BATTERY NOTICE

+  Use new alkaline batteries for maximum performance.

Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as
recommended.

+ Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard
(carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (Ni-Cd, Ni-MH), or new and
used batteries.

Do not use damaged batteries.

+ Insert batteries with the correct polarity.

» Do not short-circuit the battery terminals.

+  Remove exhausted batteries from the toy.

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PRODUCT FEATURES

1. ON/OFF BUTTON

To turn the unit on, press the ON/OFF BUTTON.
You can also turn the LENS or slide the FUNNY
FACE SELECTOR to wake up the unit.

Press the ON/OFF BUTTON again to turn the
unit off.

2. LENS

Turn the LENS to create a zoom in or zoom out
effect on the LCD.

3. FUNNY FACE SELECTOR

Slide the FUNNY FACE SELECTOR to see a funny
face on the LCD. Press the GREEN TOGGLE
BUTTON to take a picture!

4. GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON

Press the GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON to take a
picture. Hold it down to take additional pictures
quickly. Click, click, click!

5. LEFT/RIGHT ARROW BUTTONS

Use the ARROW BUTTONS to scroll through
pictures or choose an object.
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6. FOUR MODE BUTTONS @
When the unit is turned on, press one of 4 MODE @ @ @ @

BUTTONS to start playing.
7. AUTOMATIC POWER OFF

To save power, the Scroll & Learn Camera™
automatically shuts down if it does not receive any
input after several minutes.

8. VOLUME CONTROL BUTTON

To adjust the volume, press the VOLUME
CONTROL BUTTON to choose from high, medium
or low volume.

GAME MODES

Your VTech® Scroll & Learn Camera™ includes a total of 4 game
modes:

1. QUICK PICS

Ready to be a little photographer? Use the
LEFT/RIGHT ARROW BUTTONS to scroll
through different locations, and then press
the GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON to take a
picture! You can also hold down the GREEN
TOGGLE BUTTON to take more snapshots.

2. PICTURE FUN

Let’s get creative! First pick a character by
using the LEFT/RIGHT ARROW BUTTONS
to scroll, and then press the GREEN
TOGGLE BUTTON. After you've picked
your character, next use the LEFT/RIGHT

ARROW BUTTONS to scroll through a selection of funny masks and
costumes, then press the GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON to take a picture.

3. EXPLORE & LEARN

Where would you like to visit? Choose a
place by using the LEFT/RIGHT ARROW
BUTTONS to scroll, and then press the
GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON when you find
a place you like. Next, use the LEFT/RIGHT
ARROW BUTTONS to scroll and explore the
different objects. Wow, so many surprises!
Press the GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON to
take a picture of one. Cool!

4. PICTURE PLAY

Time for a little quiz. Listen to the questions
carefully and use the LEFT/RIGHT ARROW
BUTTONS to scroll between choices, and
then press the GREEN TOGGLE BUTTON
to pick your answer.

CARE & MAINTENANCE

1. Keep your Scroll & Learn Camera™ clean by wiping it with
a slightly damp cloth. Never use solvents or abrasives.

2. Keep it out of direct sunlight and away from direct sources
of heat.

3. Remove the batteries when not using it for an extended period
of time.

4. Avoid dropping it. Never try to dismantle it.

5. Always keep Scroll & Learn Camera™ away from water.

Press the volume control button to adjust the sound level.

3. If the screen is frozen and not responding to any input:

Take out the batteries and wait for a few minutes, then put them back
and turn on the unit again.
