2. Locate the battery cover on the
bottom of the unit. Use a screwdriver
to loosen the screw.

3. Install 2 new ‘AA’ (AM-3/LR6)
batteries following the diagram inside
the battery box.

4. Replace the battery cover and tighten 8
the screw to secure. >

The light will flash with the sound.
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5. Pick up the radio or place it back on
the car carrier to hear fun phrases and
sounds. The light will flash with the
sound.

6. Push the vehicles over the sensor on
the back of the car carrier to hear a
variety of phrases, sounds and music.
