GETTING STARTED

BATTERY INSTALLATION

1. Moke sure the unit is turned OFF

2. Locate the battery cover on the bottom of the unit.
3. Use a screwdriver to open the cover

4. Install 2 new AAA (LRO3/AM-4) botteries

following the diagram inside the battery box. (The
use of new, alkaline batteries is recommended for
maximum performunc&)

Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw

to secure.

Note: If there is no response when the unit is switched on, please insert new

batteries and try switching it on again.

BATTERY NOTICE

Remove the
writing by moving the Slide Eraser up and down.

8. Automatic Shut Off

To preserve battery life, the unit will outomatically power down ofter one
minute without input. The unit can be turned ON again by pressing the On/
Off Button.
