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GETTING STARTED

Battery Removal and Installation

Note: For best performance, remove all factory-installed batteries from the Peppa
Pig Learn & Go Alphabet Car and use new, alkaline batteries.

1. Moake sure the unit is turned Off. 7

2. Find the bottery cover on the back of the
unit and use o screwdriver to loosen the

screw and open the battery cover

3. Remove old batteries by pulling up on one
end of each battery.

4. Install 2 new AA size batteries following the
diagram inside the battery compartment.

5. Reploce the battery cover and tighten the

screw to secure.

BATTERY NOTICE

Use new alkaline batteries for maximum performqnce.

Use only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended.

Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or
rechargeable, or new and used batteries.
