POWER SOURCE

The VTech® Light-Up Learning Phone™ operates on 3 “AA” size
batteries (AM-3/LR6) and 1 “CR2032” size battery.

BATTERY INSTALLATION FOR MAIN PHONE
1. Make sure the unit is off.

2. Locate the battery cover on the bottom of
the unit. Use a coin or screwdriver to loosen
the screw.

3. Install 3 new “AA” (AM-3/LR6) batteries into
the compartment as illustrated. (The use of
new, alkaline batteries is recommended for
maximum performance.)
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4. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw to secure the
battery cover.
BATTERY INSTALLATION FOR HANDSET
