The lights will flash along with the
music.
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4. Press one of the LETTER
BUTTONS  to hear the letter
identified. A light will flash along
with the voice.

5. Press one of the LETTER
BUTTONS  while a melody is
playing to hear the letter identified
on top of the melody.

6. Press one of the PIANO KEYS
to select a melody. The lights will
flash along with the music.
