 ) position for HIGH
VOLUME.

3. Slide the OFF/LOW/HIGH SWITCH to the
OFF (  ) position to turn the unit OFF.

Note: The VTech® Giggle Lion ™ will automatically
turn off after several minutes without input.
The unit can be turned on again by shaking
the unit, pressing the button, or sliding the
peek-a-boo window.
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ACTIVITIES
1. Press the ABC BUTTON  to hear
