INSTRUCTIONS

Battery Removal and Installation

1. Make sure the unit is turned Off.

2. Find the battery cover located on the
back of the unit, use a screwdriver
to loosen the screw and then open
the battery cover.

3. Remove old batteries by pulling up
on one end of each battery.

4. Install 3 new AAA (LRO3/AM-4) batteries following the diagram
inside the battery box. (For best performance, alkaline
batteries or fully charged Ni-MH rechargeable batteries are
recommended.)

5. Replace the battery cover and tighten the screw to secure.

Slide the selector all the way to the right
(t$) to turn on both music and sound
effects (SFX). The middle position & plays
SFX with no background music. Slide the
selector all the way to the left @ to turn off
the Ferris Wheel.

When the Music/SFX Selector on the
Ferris Wheel is turned on, the Ferris
Wheel will continuously spin until it is
turned off. When a marble is detected, the
Ferris Wheel will play cool sound effects
with flashing lights.

Music Selection Button %

Press the Music Selection Button to cycle
through the background music options.

. Automatic Shut-Off

To preserve battery life, the Spidey and His Amazing Friends
Marble Rush™ Go-Spidey-Go! will automatically shut off after
several minutes without input. The unit can be turned on again by
sliding the Music/SFX Selector to the middle or right-hand position.

If the unit powers down or if the light fades out during play,

please install a new set of batteries.
