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GETTING STARTED
BATTERY INSTALLATION
1.	 Make sure the unit is turned OFF.
2.	 Locate the battery cover on the back of 

the unit.
3.	 Install 3 new “AA” size (AM-3/LR6) 

batteries following the diagram inside 
the battery box. (The use of new alkaline 
batteries is recommended for maximum 
performance.)

4.	 Replace the battery cover.

BATTERY NOTICE
•	 Install batteries correctly observing the polarity (+, -) signs to avoid 

leakage.
•	 Do not mix old and new batteries.

1.	Lovely Letters

letter and press enter to confirm and make a match.

2.	Same or Different 
	 Help Cinderella clean out the cupboard by finding the odd one out.  

Use the cursor ring to select the one that is different. The arrow on the 
screen will indicate your choice. Press enter to confirm. 

3.	Gem Count
